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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate and compare the levels of students’
satisfaction on learner — centered instruction of social studies, religion, and culture learning
substance, Phraowittayakom School, Phrao District, Chiang Mai Province. The samples were
313 students from every secondary education level during the second semester of the 2003
academic year. A questionnaire was used as a research instrument, of which consisted seven
sections, i.e., instructional activities provision, instructional techniques, instructional aids,
student participation in teaching and learning, measurement and evaluation, roles of social
studies teachers, and appropriate teaching and learning environment. The results were
analyzed using SPSS for Windows and reported in percentage, mean, standard deviation,

t —test, and ANOVA presented in tables with explanations and compositions. The following
general findings were formulated:

The respondents were satisfied at the high rate on all aspects of the learner —
centered instruction of social studies, religion, and culture learning substance, It was found
that there were no statistically significant differences when the level of satisfaction was
compared based on educational level and sex, but there was a significant difference at .01
