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ABSTRACT

This study is an experimental research to study the effect of using group
activities to develop self-esteem and to reduce undesired behavior of students. The
population consisted of 25 Mathayom Suksa 4 industrial education strand students, in
the second semester of 2004 academic at Sansaiwittayakhom School, Sansai District,
Chiang Mai Province. The research instruments consisted of 10 lesson plans for group
activities, self-esteem questionnaire and a form to assess undesired behavior. The
data obtained were analyzed in terms of mean, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that the students’ self-esteem increased and undesired

 behavior decreased after participating in the group activities.
