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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study influence of the music sounds in changing
childhood’s emotional quotient.

The research was experimental research, one group pretest and posttest design. Sample
group was the 15 students [4 - 5 years old]. Measurement used in this research was Mental Health
Department Manual for EQ measurement. Statistical analysis used paired t-test to test
significance of the difference of the emotional quotient between pretest and posttest of the sample
group.

After using musical sounds, the sample group had higher scores of emotional quotient

at .001 level of statistical significance.
