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ABSTRACT

This independent study was a one-group pretest-posttest experiment research whose
purpose of this study was to examine the effect of using group activities to develop desirable
characteristics of third grade level student at Yapparaj Wittayalai School, Chiang Mai Province.
The study sample consisted of 30 Third Grade Level students who participated in 14 group
activity sessions taking 7 weeks. The researcher colleted data herself using desirable
characteristics survey including aspects of gentry, honesty, sacrifice and responsibility. The data
were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation and t-test, and the results were presented in
form of table with description. The findings reveal that all of the 4 aspects of desirable

characteristics had increased after the students engaged in the group activities.
