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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study using supplementary reading activities to
develop analytical thinking of Mathayom Suksa 3 Students. The participants consisted of 23
Mathayom Suksa 3 students who were studying in the first semester of academic year 2008
at Wanghinwittaya School, Thoen District, Lampang Province. The research instruments were
20 lesson plans for using supplementary reading activities to develop analytical thinking of
Mathayom Suksa 3 students and the analytical thinking assessment form for each plan. Each
lesson plans took 60 minutes. The researcher analyzed the data by using frequency and
percentage. The results of the research are as follows :

(1) Most of students had good level of analytical thinking abilities in interpreting from
situations, making questions, sorting the good and bad points including to find reasons, and
adapting to use in daily life with percentages of 69.57 , 82.61, 65.22, and 78.26, respectively.

(2) Most of students had good level of reading in tale, literary work, articles, news .
Percentages were 78.26, 86.97, 65.22, and 69.57. For poem reading, most students was at fair
level with percentages of 52.17.

(3) Most of students had good level of co-operating and interesting in doing activities

in the class.
