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ABSTRACT

This study investigated performance on narcotic prevention within schools of North
Mae Chaem Development Network, Chiang Mai Province. Sample under study comprised 80
administrators and teachers in aforementioned network during the 2008 academic year. Instrument
used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic. Whereupon, collected data
were analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With regard to narcotic prevention in schools, most respondents indicated the ensuing
performance, i.e., arranged for meeting on making plan for preventive measures; provided
knowledge on narcotic prevention in classroom teaching; encouraged students to use free time
beneficially; used religious teaching to bear upon students’ everyday living; changed school
environs; encouraged the use of school library; gave counsel on narcotic by advisors or guidance
teachers; let teachers participate in the narcotic prevention tasks; and provided ways and means to
solve narcotic problems in schools. From the above results made schools in the network had a

low percentage of students (8.75%) who were sent to narcotic cure center.
