ABSTRACT
The objectives of this study, “Animation Design for Memorizing Kanji Characters”

are: 1) to design animation for those who are studying Japanese language and make them
remember kanji easily ; 2) to study the efficiency of the animation design for memorizing kanji
characters in the areas of perception and memorizing ; and 3) to study the opinions of those who

have studied kanji through the animation.

The design consists of 120 kanji characters, which are the basic kanji for the beginners
and used for the fourth level of Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT), and each kanji was
evaluated in the areas of perception and memorizing by 25 Mathayom-5 students, majoring in
Japanese, in Regina Coeli College Chiang Mai. The results of the study show that more than
80 % of all kanji are efficient in both of perception and memorizing. The 84.17 % of 120 kanji
are easy to understand and 80.83 % of 120 kanji are easy to remember. Most students are
satisfied with the animation design for memorizing kanji characters in a high degree and
considered interesting in a highest degree. It is hoped that the results of this study will be
valuable for those who study or teach Japanese language and for application in other related

studies.
