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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to compare-sanitation behaviors and
prevalence of diarrhea between Health For All and non - Health For All
villages, Tombon Ratanavaree, Amphoe Hua Taphan, Changwat Amnat Charoen
Two villages were selected by purposive sampling. The first village,
composed of 63 households, was Health For All village according to the
Ministry of Puplic Health’s criteria. The second village was non-Health
For All village with 61 households . A housewife or a woman over 15 years

old from each household was selected as the population of this study.



Data were collected by using an interviewing form designed by the
researcher. Data were analysed using descriptive statistics and Chi-square
was used for testing hypotheses.

The results showed that 77.8 percent of housewives in Health For All
village had correct sanitation behaviors in contrast with 22.2 percent of
housewives in non-Health For All village. The sanitation behaviors of
these two villages were significantly different (p < .001).

The prevalence of diarrhea of the family members in the last one
month were 7.1 percent in Health For All village and 10.3 percent in

non~Health For All wvillage with no significant difference.
