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Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive study were to investigate the
readiness of Health Center in Chiang Mai Province to provide pap smear
checking of the married women between 20 and 60 years old. The subject
selection was conducted by simple random sampling marking to 146 Health
Center. The data were collected with the aids of questionnaires which were
designed by the reseacher. The data were analyzed by using descriptive
statistics and hypothesis tested by using Chi~square and Fisher’s Exact Test.

The results of this study revealed that the personal characteristic;
80.8% of Health Center staff were trained on pap test, 51.4% had the
experience on detection of cervical cancer with the average of 1.3 years. The
opinion about services for detection of cervical cancer were in the good level,
and the opinion about the target group who did not received pap smear
checking at Health Center were in the middle level. The facility; 68.5% of the
Mealth Center had the room for pap smear checking, 37.0 % had equipments

using for providing services and 8 % had mass medias used to provide



messages on the cervical cancer. In supporting Health Center, 27.4% had
the budget support for service and 68.5% had the motorcycles support,
24.7% were informed the cytologic resuit, from hospitals .

The experience for detection of cervical cancer, the opinion about
services for detection of cervical cancer, the room for pap smear checking, The
budget support and the informing of cytologic finding from the hospitals were
statistically significant associated with the service outcome in detection of
cervical cancer but the training on pap test, the opinion about the target
group who did not received pap smear checking, the equipments for service
and the mass medias used to provide messages were not statistically
significant associated with the service outcome. '

The results of this study would be useful to the officers to help them
in setting the policy to provide the good service regarding cervical cancer at the

Health Centers level.
