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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this qualitative study is to explore the impact on mental and social
health arising from such health determinants changes as physical, economic, social and
governmental factors due to *“The Resettlement of the marginal Klong Maeckha community.”
This is a case study of the “Roumjaisamakee Community, Chiang Mai Municipality.” Samples to
whom the purposive sampling method were applied are 14 people who represent the leaders of
this social group and the persons concerned with managing the resettlement. The study instrument
was unstructured interview, in-depth interview and focus group, All of data from literature
review, informal interview, discussion of focus group and the in-depth interview are analyzed,
using content analysis.

The results show that the leaders of the community and the resettlement staff agree
that the changing physical factors present a positive impact on mental and social health.

The change of economic and social conditions had both positive and negative impacts on mental



health, while they afforded only a positive impact on social health. On the other hand,
governmental factors gave rise to a different attitudes between the leaders of social group and the
official staff. The latter believe that change does not impact on mental and social health while the
communal leaders suggest that this factor has more of a negative than a positive impact.

The study suggests that The Congested Community Resettlement Policy induces both
positive and negative health impacts among the people involved. Secondly, the results can be
used as guidelines for solving and improving this project, which is dependent upon basic
mformation, requirement, acceptance and participation of community such as co-operation policy
process arrangement, planning and finding solution by themselves. Tﬁe resettlement problems are
complicated and partly overlaid by other important problems. Concluding, the government should

concern about several factors in order to solve the congested community problem.
