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ABSTRACT

This descriptive study aimed to test and evaluate Emotional Quotient (EQ) of
school age children in Chiang Mai Province. Three hundred and sixty-six children were
selected by purposive sampling. The data were collected by using of questionnaires based
on Thai Emotional Intelligence Screening Test for ages 6 to 11 from Mental health
department, Ministry of Public Health. The reliability of questionnaire was 0.94. The data
were analyzed and present in term of descriptive statistics and one-way ANOVA.

The result revealed that 42.1 percents of the EQ score among School age children
in Chiang Mai should be improved where as the average EQ score is 45.6 with standard
deviation of 8.3 The EQ score of the school age children according to urban sub-urban
and rural areas which needs further improvement are 47.5 , 40.0 and 38.9 percents
respectively and 30.8,21.7 and 27.0 percents must be improved

The urban, sub-urban and rural school age children EQ which need to be
promoted and maintained according to 3 components as follow : 30.3, 31.4 and 28.1
percents of good , intelligence and happy

The sub-urban school age children has an everage EQ score different from urban
and rural with statistical significant at 0.05

The result of this study can be used as a baseline data for school age children staff
and parents to consider for improving quality of care and enhance students’ EQ
effectively.
