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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study the nutritional status, food consumption and
the relationship between nutritional status and food consumption of nursing students.
The population were 60 of the third year nursing students at Boromarajonani College of Nursing,
Chiang Mai. Data were collected by questionnaires regarding to their food consumption and

record forms of weight and height which the reliability was 0.78. Data were analyzed by

percentage, mean, standard deviation and Cramer’s V correlation coefficient. The results showed

that their nutritional status were normal, under and over with 66.33%, 31.67% and 5.00%

respectively. The population had good behavior in food consumption at good level with mean 1.77.

They had bad behavior in food consumption at good level with mean 1.31. The total correlation

between nutritional status and every meal consumption, nutritional status and good behavior
in food consumption and nutritional status and bad behavior in food consumption were low.
