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ABSTRACT

Injury is one crucial public health problem in Thailand. The purpose of this study was to
determine the causes of injury among persons treated at the emergency department of Lamphun
hospital, classified by person, time, and place. Instrument used in this study was a record form,
constructed by the researcher, based on Injury Surveillance form and s literature review. The
information was retrieved from secondary data. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics.

The results showed that the incidence of injury over a three year period increased as
9,693, 11,056, and 11,223 respectively. The top 5 causes of injury were as follows:

1) Incidence of land transport accidents was 3,012, 3,679 and 3,850 respectively. The
Ratio between men and women of the 3 years was 2:1. The incidences peaked in the20-24 age
group (525, 580, and 557). The risk behaviors of person who had an accident included lack of
safety belt use (2,852, 3,440, and 3,617) and lack of helmet use (2,530, 3,359 and 3,265). The
critical time for accidents was between 6.01pm and 9.00pm. (694, 824, and 920). The incidences
peaked in January (361, 285, and 359) and the majority of the accidents were found in the
highway and metropolitan area (2,877, 3,506, and 3,613).

2) Incidence of falling was 2,152, 2,646, and 2,807 respectively. The Ratio between men

and women in 2006 was 1.2: 1 and 1.1:1 in 2007 and 2008. The incidences peaked in the over 60



age group (624, 749, and 823). The critical time was between 3.01pm and 6.00pm. (563, 706, and
705). The incidences peaked in August (260, 265, and 589) and the majority of the accidents were
found in the house and metropolitan areas (1,502 1,850 2,005).

3) Incidence of contact with mechanical objects was 2,270, 2,524, and 2,556
respectively. The Ratio between men and women was 2.5:1 2.7:1 and 2.8:1 respectively. The
incidences peaked in the over 60 age group (232, 223, and 250). The critical time was between
3.01pm and 6.00pm (585, 648, and 697). The incidences peaked in May (240, 225, and 254) and
the majority of the accidents were found in the house and metropolitan areas (1,325, 1,368, and
1,432).

4) Incidence of bites or attack by animal was 1,020, 1,020, and 948 respectively. The
Ratio between men and women in 2006-2007 was 1.1 while the Ratio in 2008 was 1:1.2. The
incidences peaked in the 5 - 9 age group (167, 172, and 116). The critical time was between
3.01pm and 6.00pm (322, 347, and 272). The incidences peaked in March (112, 141, and 154)
and the majority of the accidents were found in the house and metropolitan areas (678, 684, and
639).

5) Incidence of violence incidence was 609, 639, and 580 respectively. The Ratio
between men and women were 3.7 : 1 3.3 : 1 and 2.6 : 1 respectively. The incidences peaked in
the 20 — 24 age group (130, 116, and 110). The critical time was between 9.01pm and 12.00 am.
(171, 173, and 165). The incidences peaked in March (91, 69, and 63) and the majority of the
accidents were found in the house and metropolitan areas (516, 540, and 449).

This study suggests that injuries occur often. Therefore, the information on the top 5 causes
of injuries should be disseminated to related organizations. This information can be used as data

for treatment and planning of prevention and reduction of injuries.
