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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to determine factors affecting dietary supplement
consumption, and the correlation between factors and dietary supplement consumption of persons
with HIV/AIDS. The population consisted of é’f‘ who were used The Thai Red Cross Anonymous
Clinic, Chiang Mai during February 1-28, 2007. Data were collected by interview form which
reliability at .78 and analyzed by using f'requency, percentages, means and correlation of
Cramer’s V.

The study found that factors affecting dietary supplement consumption of persons with
HIV/AIDS were knowledge factor; most population had knowledge at high level (48.65%).
Health factor; they had no health problem (56.76%). Social and Economic factors; they decided
to consume dietary supplement by themselves and others advice (54.05%) and there was no
criticize their health after consumed (51.35%), they accepted the price of products (81.08%),
and could be able to buy dietary supplement (64.86%). Communication factor; some population
had known about dietary supplement products from television (22.90%), information affected
their decision to consume dietary supplement (89.19%). Belief factor; most of the population had
believed in dietary supplement at moderate Ievél (54.05%).

The correlations between knowledge factor, social and economic factors with dietary
supplement consumplion were at low level. Therefore health factor, communication factor and

belief factor were at moderate level.
