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ABSTRACT

This study was to study the factors affecting development of the preschooler in child
development center Doi Tao district, Chiang Mai province. The data was collected by
interviewing 250 parents and evaluated the development of preschoolers from May to November
2010. The data then was analyzed by using Descriptive Statistic; Frequency, Percentage, Mean,
Standard Deviation and found the relation among factors affecting development of the
preschoolers by using Chi-square test.

According to the 250 interviewees who were the sample group of this study, 56% were
female and 44% were male. The evaluation’s results of preschoolers’ development found that
18.8% of children had the unsuitable development of helping themselves and society according
to their ages, 18.4% had the unsuitable development of the small muscle and the intelligence
according to their ages, 17.2% had the unsuitable development of the language comprehension
according to their ages, 14.8% had the unsuitable development of the language use according to

their ages and 12.0% had the unsuitable development of movement according to their ages.



In conclusion, 61.2% of children had the suitable development and 38.8% had the unsuitable
development according to their ages

The study also found that these factors; Children’ Backgrounds such as the case history
from diarrhea and pneumonia, sleep, Family’s Background such as child care providers, the
relation in family, Fathers’ Backgrounds such as smoking during the children were nursed,
drinking alcohol during the children were nursed. Mothers’ Backgrounds such as smoking before
the pregnancy and during the children were nursed, drinking alcohol during the pregnancy and
nursing, drinking tea or coffee during the pregnancy and nursing, prenatal care first, the
complication during pregnancy, the way of parturition, and the gestational age of the parturition,
and Knowledge of supporting preschoolers’ developments had significantly related to the
development of the preschoolers (p<0.05).

The results of this study could be used as the background knowledge for supporting

development and solving the developmental problems of children in family and community.
