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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this descriptive study was to assess methods and problems of oral health
care by their parents of 10 intellectual disable students aged 12-18 years in Kawila Anukul School
with a degree of intelligence between 35-49. The quantitative data was mainly collected from
each parent by using questionnaires. Qualitative data was collected by using structured and
unstructured interviews, in depth interviews, observation and literature reviews were also used in
explanation. The content analysis was used to explain the oral health care circumstance of these
students by their parents. The environmental data and other data were also studied.

The results of the study showed that parents were different in terms of gender, age,
education, occupation, income, family characteristics and the relationship between the family and
children. However, in terms of the nutrition, the treatment of oral health care, the use and the
access to oral health services were not really differenced. This finding revealed that the reason for
improper oral health care of intellectual disable students was the cooperation of the students
themselves and their parents including other family members and the perception risk of oral
disease were of interested. Moreover, if the parents were fully concerned about oral health care of
their children the intellectual disable students who were unable to take care of themselves as

normal, were still able to improve oral health care by themselves.
