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ABSTRACT

This research was an experimental research which aimed to study the effect of the
psychological group process based on transactional analysis theory on positive thinking in youths
from divorced families. The population samples being used in this research was composed of 16
students in the grade 11" educational level of the YupparajWittayalai School; the students were
studying in the second semester of the 2011 educational year and the students came from the
divorced families which had a low score level of positive thinking test. Then, the students were
match-paired so that they could be divided into 2 groups, the experimental group and the control
group; each group was consisted of 8 persons. The research instruments were composed of
common questionnaires, a positive thinking test and the group process based on transactional
analysis theory. The collected data had been analyzed by the utilization of the #-test independent
sample technique and the #test independent sample.

According to the research, it was found that: -

1. After the youth had attended to the psychological group process based on
transactional analysis theory on positive thinking in childhood from divorced

families, it was found that the participated youth had a higher positive



thinking attitude than they had before attending the program at the statistical
significant level of .001.

Meanwhile, the participated youth who had attended to the psychological group
process based on transactional analysis theory on positive thinking in youths from
divorced families, it was found that they had more positive thinking attitude than the

control group at the statistical significant level of .001.
