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ABSTRACT

The three main objectives of this research, namely, Ecotourism Management of Chiang
Mai Night Safari, were to study the forestry context of ecotourism of Chiang Mai Night Safari, to
analyze 5 A’s compare with ecotourism, and to study the community’s profit from ecotourism

management of Chiang Mai Night Safari.

This qualitative research identified 4 groups of key informants. Those were a director and
officials of Chiang Mai Night Safari, one forestry official, tourists and concerned people in the
north Tongkay community. The researcher applied a number of different items to collect data.
Those were formal and informal interview items, observation items, questionnaire items; 136 for
people in the community and 200 for tourists, and documentary analysis. The data were, then,
checked and analyzed using descriptive and statistical descriptive measures including means and

standard deviations. The results of the research were as follow:



The forestry context of Chiang Mai Night Safari were nature-based tourism, consists of
Dry Dipterocarp and Mixed Dicidous forest. Originally, this area is deteriorated forest and
penetrated by people in the community for agriculture and gathering. In the present, the area is
developed to nature-based tourism. The nearest community of Chiang Mai Night Safari is north
Tongkay which has 210 families. The researcher studies 5 elements of ecotourism management of
Chiang Mai Night Safari. There are Attraction, Activities, Amenities, Accommodation and
Accessibility. And, the community’s profit from Chiang Mai Night Safari consists of economical

profit, social profit and environmental profit.
