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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed to study the level of knowledge and understanding in
administering the community environment as well as the community participation and Chao Por
Luang Uppatham 9 School in such aspects and to study the problems and measures to solve the
problems of the community and the school. The method of study was the survey research. The
tools used in this study were questionnaire interview, deep interview, no participation observation
and data collection from the subjects. These subjects were breadwinners or representatives of
households and the main informants were community leaders, education administrators, teachers,
local administrative organization, and community representatives. Data was analyzed by using
percentage, average, standard deviation, t-test, and the variable correlation.

The results of the study were that the average of level of knowledge and understanding
for the school was higher than that of the community. And the average of school participation in
managing the environment was higher than that of the community.

The results of the comparison on the level of understanding showed that the average of
the level of understanding in the school was higher than that of the community. And the average
of the participation of the school in administering environment was higher than that of the

community.



The difference between the knowledge and understanding of the school and community
was statistically significant different at 0.01 and the difference between the school and
community participation was statistically significant different at 0.01.

It was found that there was no relationship between the level of knowledge and
understanding between the community and the school. This means that the participation aspect
did not require only the understanding of administering the environment. There were other factors
involved like having a conscience, the creation of awareness in preserving the environment, the
basic psychology of each individual and the chance in participating in the administering of the
environment. Thus, there was no correlation between the level of knowledge and understanding

and the participation of community in school and community.
