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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this Evaluation of Environmental Education in Forest-Care

Youth Project in Chae Son National Park was to evaluate preservative behavior of the youth
who were participants in the project, to study their participation in eco-tourism activities and to
study their opinion on suitable content, procedure, activities of the youth who participated the
project. The data obtained from 3 groups of population, There were 43 students and 3 advisors of
these students. The devices used for collecting data were questionnaire, student’s preservative
test, parent’s questionnaire, the evaluation of environmental preservation from students by their
advisors, the Observation Form of researchers and students essays. Data analysis was camed out
by descriptive statistics such as frequency, mean, standard deviation and content analysis.

The majority of youth participated in this project had more preservative knowledge of
62.80 %, it was moderate level of knowledge, 32.60% éf participants had knowledge at high
level. The other 4.70% had preservative knowledge at low level. In addition, parents and advisors
considered that the youth had very good preservative behavior also at homes, schools and publics.

The youth has paid attention to their activities which can be observed from their
enthusiastic action and joyfulness to periicipate in activities not only the traditional ones but also

different special activities by which comniunity and the park were held together.



The youth had essential role to promote their activities to parents and also public. For
their participation in eco-tourism, they can be tourist guide taking the visitors travel to important
local places. And this project has taken part in educating students to feel love and appreciate in
their natural resources and to be pound of their own communities,
