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Abstract

Education. The perception of air pollution by teacher in the Wiang Pa Pao district,
Chiang Rai. The purposes of the study were as follow.

1. To investigate the perception of the effects of air pollution by teachers in Wiang Pa
Pao, Chiang Rai Province.

2. To study ways to protect themselves from pollution. Way to reduce air pollution and
the way to present this knowledge about air pollution to the students and the community of Wiang
Pa Pao, Chiang Rai Province.

3. To study the relationship between the perception of air pollution and ways to protect
themselves from pollution. Ways to reduce air pollution and ways to protect themselves from
pollution to the community of teachers and students in Wiang Pa Pao, Chiang Rai Province.

The study populations were teachers in Wiang Pa Pao, Chiang Rai Province. 297
students were used to collect test data through interviews and non-participant observations,
collection and analysis of were used to calculate the percentage, mean and standard deviation, and
to determine the relationship between the perception of air pollution and practice. All three were
tested using a Pearson’s correlation coefficient. The results are summarized as follows.

The awareness about the causes and sources of air pollution of the teachers at the middle
level were greater for female’s scores of perception of air pollution than men. During the period,

To protect themselves from air pollution, a reduction in air pollution and the transfer of
knowledge from teachers to students and the community is necessary in the medium term
teachers’ attention and awareness was on small problems and they commented that the problem is
distant and not very severe in the arca.

The relationship between the level of awareness about air pollution and their ability to
protect themselves against the pollution shows that reducing pollution and the transfer of the
knowledge to the students and the community results is lower levels of exposure. Although
teachers have recognized the extent of practice problem and that there are not as many as the used
to be. The remedy must be pragmatic with continuous participatory practices among villager, by
focusing on teachers as leaders, and with the operation of village leaders in the area. The role of
teachers should be adding courses on environmental issues into lesions with an emphasis on

solving environmental problems which are of regional context.
