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ABSTRACT

Four main objectives of this research, namely, Expectation and Perception of the
Community toward the Community Environmental Management Roles of Tambon Faikaeo
Administrative Organization, Phupiang Sub-district, Nan Province, were to study (1) the
situations of environmental management of Faikaco sub-district administrative organization,
(2) the environmental management roles of Faikaco sub-district administrative organization, and
(3) the comparison between the community’s expectations and the actual performance of Faikaco
sub-district administrative organization in environmental management, and (4) the findings for

making recommendations for the community’s environmental management.

The researcher collected data by using a set of questionnaires from 170 samples
randomly selected from 10 villages of Faikaeo sub-district, Phupiang Sub-district, Nan Province.
Those samples were the members of Faikaeo sub-district administrative organization, community

leaders, and the villager group representatives such as various vocational groups.



The results of the study were as follows.

Most of the samples were males with the ages over 35 years old, Bachelor
degree graduates, and functioning as the community representatives. The community expected
Faikaeo sub-district administrative organization to conduct its environmental management at the
highest degree in every aspect. Those were green area management, town planning management,
including waste and consumption management. The community saw the organization at the
highest degree of actual performance in green area management, and town planning management,
while the issue of waste and consumption management was seen at a moderate degree of

performance.

When comparing the actual and expected roles of Faikaeo sub-district
administrative organization, it was found that the community expected the organization’s
performance at the highest degree, while its actual performance was found at the moderate
degree. The frequent changes of policy according to the changes of the organization’s
administrators had an impact toward such performances in environmental management. Its
officials had little knowledge in such management, affecting their policy implementations at little
level. Inter-agency co-ordinations among the governmental, private organizations and the people
was found at little efficiency, while there were little efficiency in publication and campaign for
increasing the people’s understanding, perception, and participation in environmental
management as well as budget management. Those might be the main problems and obstacles in

efficiently conducting the roles of Faikaeo sub-district administrative organization.
