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ABSTRACT

The study titled tourist awareness towards conservation of natural resource of
tourism in Mae Sa Waterfall, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province, aimed to 1) study the level
of awareness toward natural resource conservation affecting tourists’ behavior in conserving
natural resource, 2) study factors influencing tourists’ awareness in conserving natural resource,
and 3) provide suggestions in building awareness regarding natural resource conservation of
tourists who travel to the tourist attraction.

This study is quantitative research conducted on 400 Thai tourists at and around
Mae Sa Waterfall, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province. The data collected were analyzed
using descriptive statistics.

The study results found that tourists’ individual factors including gender, age,
education, occupation, natural tourist attractions travel experience, and acknowledgement of news
and information resulting in different travel backgrounds and different levels of awareness
towards natural resource conservation. This was due to the personal factors regarding physical,
emotional, social, intellectual, and competency, and which, resulted in people’s different

behaviors.
