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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the independent study is to development of an Information Management
System for Khalang Color Store.

The study methodology included the current system study, database design and computer
programming according to the design. The program is developed in the webpage intranet form by
using Oracle Developer 9iDS in conjunction with PL/SQL language for communicating with the
Oracle Database 8i.

The system is comprised of 6 sub-systems as follows : 1) Merchandising module is to
collect the product, supplier, customer information and setup sales prices; 2) Purchasing module
is to collect the purchasing data and purchasing order; 3) Inventory module is to handle the
product receiving into the warehouse and out the warehouse; 4) Account module is to collect the
account payable and account receivable information; 5) Sales module is to collect the sales
information; and 6) Administrator module is to create users and to setup privilege to use the

system. The system can be produced the management information as follows : sales summarize



dailly report, sales summarize yearly report, compare sales summarize yearly report, purchasing
summarize report, inventory summarize report and accounting summarize report.

The system is tested by current data with the following data inputs : supplier 11 records,
product 222 records, customer 32 records, purchasing order 3 records, receiving order 3 records,
account payable 3 records, account receivable 6 records, sales order 75 records and user name 3
records.

The results of the system testing in all aspects are as follows: the data completeness is
met the high satisfaction level; the accuracy of the program is met the high satisfaction level; the
documents and reports are met the high satisfaction level; the display time is met the high
satisfaction level; the facility is met the medium satisfaction level; the information is met the
high satisfaction level and the clear instruction in the user manual is also met the high

satisfaction level.
