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ABSTRACT

The objectives of tour itineraries of Chiang Mai for German tourists were to
investigate behavior of German tourists and to suggest tour itineraries of Chiang Mai for German
tourists.

This study showed that most of sample group were upper than 54 years old. The
group was interested in travel activities : visiting heritage/historic sites, visiting temples, trying
the local food and visiting natural parks; preferred to stay in hotel; preferred Lanna food and
cultural center; preferred to buy garments/textiles and fabrics; length of stay was 2-5 nights;
planned travel by buying package tours from tour companies and traveled with their spouse.

The second sample group were between 25 — 34 years old. They were interested in
these travel activities : trying the local food, visiting temples, sight seeing small towns and
villages, visiting heritage/historic sites, and elephant show/riding; preferred to stay in hotel;
preferred Thai restaurant; preferred to buy garments/textiles and fabrics; length of stay was 2-5
nights; planned to travel individually from a travel guide book and traveled with friends or
business associates.

The study found that defenses of gender, age, education occupation and yearly

income indicated significant differences in tourist behavior.



Tour itineraries of Chiang Mai for German tourists should be seen differently from
general tour itinerary and could be a new touring option for this group. The itineraries should
consider the relationship between attractive places and their histories, cultures, nature and life
styles. The itineraries should include community participation in travel organizing and the
distributing of that income to its community. This would allow the exchanging of ideas and
learning between tourists and community members; which would lead to sustainable tour

development.
