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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to study the relationship between the attachment

patterns and the personality of the broken home Juvenile offenders,

The subje-cts co.nsisted of 349 broken home Jjuvenile offenders. Data was collected by using
psychological assessments. The results were as follow:

1. The broken home juvenile offenders had the secure attachment pattern.

2. The broken home juvenile offenders had mild depression,

3. The broken home juvenile offenders in the hostility and the social discomforted groups
had an average antisocial trait score, while the drug addiction and the sexual deviation groups had a
low antisocial trait score.

4. The secure attachment pattern scores of the broken home Juvenile offenders had a negative
correlation with the depressive trait score, but had a positive correlation with the antisocial trait score,

both at the p.05 ievel.



3. The scores of the attachment patterns and the personality traits had a canonical correlation

at 0.633 at the p.001 level. The relationship between the scores was 40.06 percent and the score of

the insecure attachment pattern had a positive trait of relationship with the depressive trait score and

the antisocial trait score.
