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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the use of Story-telling Activities

to Enhance Telling-the-truth Behavior Among Kindergarten Children at Wat Suandok
School, Chiang Mai. Twenty children, in the first and the second grade of the Kindergarten,
who had low score of telling-the-truth were grouped by pairing the score into an
experimental and a control group. The experimental group participated in story-telling
activities to enhance telling-the-truth behavior every morning. There was a 30 minutes,
story-telling activity before the class started for 3 weeks. Both groups were evaluated by pre-
test and post-test of telling-the-truth scale

Application of t-test and ANCOVA to analyze the data, the result were as follow.
After the treatment, there was a significant increase of telling-the-truth behavior mean scores
in the experimental group at .05 level. There was no significant differences in telling-the-
truth behavior between pre-test and post-test in the control group. The experimental group
demonstrate higher mean score of telling-the-truth behavior than control group at .05 level.
