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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study are to study the principles and the
roles of the monks in development and to study Phrakru Phuthithammaruk (Boonten
Buddharakkhito) ’s application of dhamma to develop communities  for a case
study of Ban Papai, Meapong sub-district, Doi-Saket district, Chiang Mai province. The
sample of 258 persons are selected from the people in Ban papai, Meapong sub-
district, Doi Saket district, Chiang Mai province by using the simple random and
sampling. Methodology used here is questionnaire. After data were collected, we analyse
them by computer program. Statistical analysis tools are percentage, mean, standard
deviation t-test and f-test at 0.05 level of significance.

The results of the study are as follow : the Buddhist principles for self —
development are Sati - Sampajafina, Sappurisadhamma, Santosa, Hiri- Ottappa. The

principles for family development are, Garavdsa-dhamma, Ditthadhammikattha, Kula—
ciratthiti-dhamma, Natthagavesand, Jinnapatisankharand, Parimitapanavhojana, Adhipacca
- silavantathdpana, Brahmavihvihara, Bhogavibhaga, and Agati, the principles for social
development are Kalyanamittata, Sappurisadhamma, Sappurisadhamma, Bhogavibhaga,
and Agati,. The monk roles for development are divided into two categories, they are, self-
development which comes form study and practice of the Dhamma and social
development arises from propagation of the Dhamma to society.

Most of samples are men, age 26 -35 years, education levels of lower than
secondary school levels and income per month 10,001-15,000 baht.

Most people have listened, understood and practiced the teaching of Phrakru
Phuthithammaruk. The scale for this is in middle level. Among the four topics of
Gharavasa-dhamma, they prefer to listen and practice Sacca most, next to the Khanti,
Céga, and Dama, respectively.

Almost people have listened the teaching on the community development of
Phrakru Phuthithammaruk. The scale for this is in more level. The scale for understanding
and practice is middle. For the four principles of development, they have listened
understood and practiced on Sila most, the next is Citta and Pannia and Kdya respectively.

From a comparative aspect of relationship between personal factors and
application of Dhamma in community development of Phrakru Phuthithammaruk, it



was found that men follow his teachings less than women, old people follow his teachings
more than the younger, high educators are likely to follow his teachings more than poor
educators, and the attitudes of people who have higher income as well lower income
towards his application of the Dhamma are indifferent.
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
