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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study are to analyze and identify the differences of
structure and language of news published in English magazines for students and
broadsheet newspapers in Thailand and to find out if the use of news in English
magazines for students in English class responds to the principles behind the use of news
in teaching English.

Samples were comprised of two groups. The first group was nine news items
from Student Weekly (SW) and Nation Junior (NJ) and the reporting of the same nine
news items from Bangkok Post and The Nation. The second group was 24 English upper
secondary school teachers of five recognized high schools in Chiang Mai.

The results showed that both English magazines for students and broadsheets in
Thailand used the inverted pyramid structure with summary or climactic lead answering
5Ws and H questions: Who? What? When? Where? Why? and How? However, the
whole structure of news in English magazines for students appeared to be an incomplete
inverted pyramid as it was often too short. It was also found that news language of news
in English magazines for students and in broadsheets was different in the aspects of
discourse and sentence, but the same in the aspects of word and readability. Finally, it
was found that news in English magazines for students did not meet the criteria of using
news in teaching English.

It is suggested that teachers should use news in broadsheets as part of their

teaching materials instead of English magazines for students to gain profits from it.
