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ABSTRACT

The objective of this Independent Study was to analyze Sammadhitti in Theravada
Buddhism. The scope of the study covered the meanings, levels and criteria of Sammadhitti
by study from Tipitaka and other documents then presented by analytical describtive.

From the study it was found that Sammadhitti means the vision that has been
developed from the belief or thorough understanding towards the right knowledge.

Sammadhitti encompasses two levels, i.e., Lokiya level and Lokuttara level.
At Lokiya level, the core is the belief in Low of Karma while at Lokuttara level, it is a
thorough understanding of the Law of | dappaccayata or the Principle of Paticcasamupada.

The criteria used for considering Sammadhitti at Lokiya level is the Principle of
Kusalakammapada and Principle of Beneficial Effect while at Lokuttara level, it is the
Principle of Tilakkhana.
