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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were to investigate (1) the relation between mental health and
peer selection of high school students and, (2) comparison mental health and peer selection of
subjects with different personal background. Data were collected from 360 simple randomized
sampling students who were in high schools in Amphoe Mueang, Nan Province in the academic
year of 2007. The questionnaires used in the research were composed of 3 parts: Demographic
Questionnaires, Thai Mental Health Questionnaires (TMHQ) and Peer Selection Test. Statistical
techniques used in this study were percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test and
Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient

The results are as followed:

1.The peer selection negatively correlate with mental health in the factors of
Somatization at .05 level of significant (r =-.109) and Depression, Anxiety and Psychotic at .01
level of significant respectively (r =-.167, -.154 and -.252).

2. Male students have significant higher mental health problem scores than female
students. Those who had the grade point average lower than 2.50 have significantly higher mental
health problem score than those with grade point average higher than 2.50. There is no significant
difference between students with alcohol consumed parents versus non — alcohol consumed
parents.

3. There is no difference in peer selection among subjects coming from different personal

background such as sax, grade point average, and parent’s alcohol consumption.
