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ABSTRACT 

 

 The purpose of this research is to study the reading behavior of primary school students 

at Dara Academy, Chiang Mai Province.  The tool used in this research was a questionnaire with 

an aim to study the reading behavior of primary students Prathom 4–6 at Dara Academy, Chiang 

Mai. Data was collected from 333 samples. Statistics used were frequency distribution, 

percentage, average, and standard deviation.  

 The results of the study found that students’ reading objectives are for fun and for 

reading skill development, respectively.  Reading preference information are internet’s contents, 

textbooks, and comics. The average reading frequency was once every 2-3 days. As for that, 

students were interested in reading tales, documentaries, and novels.  The tales group likes to read 

tales with illustrations; documentaries group, animals; and novels group, adventures. Favorite 

reading locations were at houses, libraries, and book rental shops.  

 It was found that the highest reading affecting factor were families. Moreover, it was 

found that the students’ reading enjoyment was at medium level, and the students think they have 

an intermediate reading-level skill.   

 As for the reading promotions at the school and its library, the study found that the 

students’ favorite activities are interesting book recommendations, cheap book sales, and reading 

promotional videos activities.
