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Abstract

Physical and psychological changes among amphetamine dependents could affect to
their self-concept. This descriptive study was conducted to describe self-concept among
amphetamine dependents. The samples were amphetamine dependents attending at
out — patient department of Srisangworn Sukhothai Hospital during February to March, 2003.
A convenient sampling method was wused to recruit 84 subjects for the study. The
instruments of this study were a Demographic Data Recording Form, a Self-concept
Questionnaire which was modified from the self-concept scale of Li (1998) by Sunitra
Jatupornpipat. The reliability of the instrument was .85. Data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics.

The study results were as follows: All amphetamine dependents reported positive self-
concept (i (SD) = 166.29 (13.61)) Considering each aspect, it was also positive. These included
physical self aspect (§ (SD) = 54.39 (6.00)) and personal self aspect (§ (SD)=111.90 (9.34)).

The findings of this study could be used as a basic information for nursing care in

amphetamine dependent. Result can be used as a supportive evidence for further study.
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
