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ABSTRACT

Care for alcohol dependent patients at Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital has been
implemented based on clinical practice guidelines for caring of alcohol dependent patients. However,
some patients are still re-admitted. The objectives of this study were to analyze the care situation for
re-admitted alcohol dependent patients (RADP) based on Donabedian’s concept, which is comprised
of 3 components: Structure, Process and Outcome. The samples were purposively selected and
consisted of 3 groups: 1) six health care personnel, 2) ten re-admitted alcohol dependent patients, and
3) ten care givers or relatives. The instruments used for data collection were 1) demographic data
questionnaire, 2)individual and group interview guidelines,3) the Alcohol Use Disorders Identification
Test, and 4) the Thai Psychiatric Satisfaction Questionnaire. Data were obtained in September-
October, 2009 and were analyzed using descriptive statistics. Data from interviews were categorized.

Results of the study were as follows:

1. For structure aspects: 1.1) Policy and plan for RADP were being developed,
1.2) there were sufficient financial support for RADP, 1.3) there were insufficient human resources
and the personnel lacked knowledge in caring for RADP, 1.4) there were sufficient equipment and
medical supplies, 1.5) the specific place for services is appropriate, and 1.6) there were no manual

or clinical practice guidelines for caring the RADP.



2. Forprocess aspects:2.1) The guidelines for screening, treatment, and rehabilitation
of the RADP were the same as those used for general patients with alcohol problems, 2.2) referral and
follow up systems were appropriate; however the net work had no information feedback regarding
treatment and drinking problems of patients in the community, and 2.3) care givers or relatives did not
provide care for daily life activities to RADP.

3. For outcome aspects: After receiving the services at Suanprung Psychiatric
Hospital, the study found that: 3.1) the RADP had no change in their knowledge about causes of
alcohol dependence and repeated drinking, 3.2) one half of the RADP had repeated drinking, and
3.3) the RADP and care givers or relatives were satisfied with the services at the highest level.

The results of this study could be used as basic information for developing a care
manual for RADP, promoting knowledge of health care personnel in caring for RADP, building
network for referral and follow up systems, and providing activities to enhance care givers or

relatives to care for RADP.
