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ABSTRACT

Care for persons with repeated attempted suicide has been implemented continuously
in Takat Primary Care Unit, Lamphun Province; however, the number of persons with repeated
attempted suicide is still increasing. The objective of this study was to analyze the situation of
caring for persons with repeated attempted suicide receiving services at Takat primary care unit,
Lamphun province. This analysis was based on the Donabedian concept, which is comprised of
3 components: structure, process and outcome. The samples were purposively selected and
consisted of 4 groups: 1) four health care personnel, 2) nine persons with repeated attempted
suicide, 3) nine caregivers, and 4) nine community health leaders and community leaders. The
instruments used for data collection were: 1) questionnaires including personal information profile
and perception of care questionnaire, 2) interview question guidelines for individuals and groups,
3) data recording form, and 4) mental health self-care behavior questionnaire. Data were obtained in
September, 2009 and were analyzed using descriptive statistics and categorization.

The results revealed the problems in terms of structure as follows: 1) there were no
specific policy and implementation plan, 2) budget was insufficient, 3) human resources were

insufficient and health care personnel had insufficient knowledge, 4) there were no clinical practice



guidelines in caring for persons with repeated attempted suicide, and 5) there was no room for
counseling. In terms of process, it was found that 1) health care personnel did not have guidelines
for screening, prevention, rehabilitation and follow up or referrals; 2) caregivers provided little
mental support; and 3) community health leaders and community leaders provided little support.
In terms of outcome, 1) persons with repeated attempted suicide had slightly changed in their
knowledge about causes of repeated attempted suicide and mental health self-care, 2) The overall
mental health self-care behavior of persons with repeated attempted suicide was at the moderate
level, and 3) perception of care among persons with repeated attempted suicide and caregivers were
at a very good and good level, respectively.

The results of this study could be used as basic information for the development of
caring system of care for persons with repeated attempted suicide to improve the effectiveness of

care.
