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ABSTRACT

Care for patients with amphetamine induced psychotic disorders (AIPD) at
Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital has been implemented continuously; however, some patients are
still re-admitted. The objective of this study was to analyze the care situation for patients with
AIPD based on Donabedian’s concept, which is comprised of 3 components: structure, process
and outcome. The samples were purposively selected and consisted of 3 groups: 1) eight patients
with AIPD, 2) eight relatives or caregivers and, 3) eight health care personnel. The instruments
used for data collection were 1) a demographic data questionnaire, 2) individual interview
guidelines, 3) personnel observation guideline, and 4) perception of care questionnaire. Data were
obtained in July 2010 and were analyzed using descriptive statistics and content categorization.

Results of the study are as follows:

1. For structural aspect: The study found that 1.1) there were policy and
implementation plans; 1.2) there was sufficient financial support for patients with AIPD,
1.3) there was development of personnel competency, 1.4) there were insufficient human
resources, 1.5) there were sufficient equipment and medical supplies, 1.6) there was clinical
practice guideline in caring for people with substance use disorders, and 1.7) the specific place for

services is appropriate.



2. For process aspect: The study found that 2.1) health care personnel had guidelines
for screening, treatment, rehabilitation, referral and follow up, however referral and follow up
were incomplete, 2.2) relatives or caregivers provided physical and mental care, information,
advice and treatment related care; however, they provided little mental care for re-admitted
patients with AIPD.

3. For outcome aspect: After receiving the services at Suanprung Psychiatric
hospital, the study found that: 3.1) patients with AIPD had changed their knowledge about causes
of AIPD, 3.2) patients with AIPD had changed their knowledge about self care to prevent
re-admission, 3.3) patients with AIPD perceived care at a good level and relatives or caregivers
perceived care at very good level.

The results of this study could be used as basic information for the development of
care guideline regarding structure, process and outcome for patients with AIPD to promote

effective care.
