ABSTRACT

The pregnancy prevention policy among adolescent students is important in the
current society due to the increased rate of adolescent pregnancy. This study aimed to analyze the
situation of implementing a pregnancy prevention policy among adolescent students at Dok
Khamtai Hospital, Phayao Province. Donabedian’s concept was used for this study and consisted
of 3 components; structures, processes, and outcomes. The data were collected through qualitative
and quantitative methods. Qualitative data on structures and processes were collected by
interviewing 4 administrators and 17 working team members who provide services to adolescents,
and reviewing all relevant documents and reports. Quantitative data on satisfaction outcomes
were collected through a questionnaire from a group of 7 school teachers and 27 student health
leaders. The values of content validity index and reliability were 0.97 and 0.87, respectively. The
data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and content analysis.

The results of the study revealed that: With regards to structure, there was a hospital
policy that is congruent with the policy of the ministry of Public Health as well as a
multidisciplinary working team. There was a regulation as a guide of implementation. The

budgets for implementation were supported by Phayao Provincial Health Office and from



Dok Khamtai Hospital. The place used for implementation was shared with another unit, and
found inappropriate because of no privacy and inconvenience. All responsible personnel were
trained in counseling. With regards to processes of the implementation of pregnancy prevention
policy among adolescent students; 1) integrated training method was used to provide knowledge
on the prevention of pregnancy for student health leaders in school; 2) no formal knowledge
exchange forum, but life skill training was conducted; 3) counseling center providing 24 hour
friendly service to adolescents was created; and 4) client registration system was developed using
a modern technology that is easy to access. With regards to the outcomes, it was found that the
teachers were moderately satisfied with the implementation of a pregnancy prevention policy
among adolescent students with the average satisfaction score of 3.39 whereas the student health
leaders were highly satisfied with the implementation of a pregnancy prevention policy among
adolescent students with the average score of 4.05.

The result of this study provides baseline data for improving the implementation of a
pregnancy prevention policy among adolescent students, especially in terms of what services are

appropriate for adolescents, in order to improve the effectiveness of pregnancy prevention.
