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ABSTRACT

This independent study is designed to analyze problems and obstacles of the
Implementation of the 5" Special Force Regiment Tourism Project, to survey the opinions of
tourists and of the officers and people concerned with the Implementation of the 5" Special Force
Regiment Tourism Project, to analyze degree of the tourists’ satisfaction towards the tourism
service of the 5" Special Force Regiment Tourism Project, and to seek for solutions to problems
and to find out benefits resulting from the improvement of the 5" Special Force Regiment
Tourism Service and Special Warfare Command for a further success.

Data collection is made by means of questionnaire and interview held with three
groups of sampling units, which consist of trainers, community and families, and teachers as well

as students.
Results of the study are summarized as follows:

These three groups of sampling subjects, which consist of military families or
community, teachers as well as students, and trainers express opinions that the Implementation of
the 5" Special Force Regiment Tourism Project encounters the problem and obstacle of project
participation and of service use at a medium level; and the sampling groups of people and
military families, and of the trainers are also satisfied with the Implementation of the 5" Special

Force Regiment Tourism Project at a medium level; while teachers and students group are



satisfied at a high level. However, all the three groups express opinions about problems and
obstacles in the project participation at a medium level. Therefore, the above mentioned project
should urge community (family) participation, and encourage them to learn more of the
significance of the 5" Special Force Regiment Tourism Project, of ecotourism patterns, and of
sustainable tourism development. Moreover, an ecosystem-awareness campaign should
continuously be staged among the young participants in order for them to feel obliged to conserve
natural environment so as to achieve the ultimate goal of ecotourism implementation, with

emphasis on the sustainable tourism development and all community participation.

Based on the study results, the researcher would like to suggest that the 5" Special
Force Regiment should give more opportunity to communities (families) to participate in tourism
project, including distribution of equal and fair benefits, separation of tourism management from
the 5" Special Force Regiment work, improving natural environment, and determining a fair fee
for tourism service. In addition, the 5" Special Force Regiment should determine the training
purpose in consonant with the target group purpose, and scrupulously select the training team
who are endowed with good personality, skills, knowledge, competence and good conduct.

And the most important is that the trainers in question are supposed to possess group psychology.

Besides, cooperation with other local organizations should be sought, such as
Tambon Administrative Organization, Sanitary Station, Tourism Promotion Agency,
Environment Club, Academic Institution, Herbs Club, Trekking Club, Mountain Bike Club, etc.
In this regard, it is aimed to create a diversity of tourism patterns, which will lead to the success

of sustainable tourism development.
