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ABSTRACT

This study on Participation of Probation Volunteers in Rehabilitation of
Community Criminals in Chiang Mai Province is designed to gain understanding on the

following:

1) To study the volunteers’ role in finding the causes and ways to solve the
problem of misconduct people in communities

2) To study the volunteers’ role in choosing suitable development plans in order
to recover misconduct people

3) To study the volunteers’ participation and activities as well as to assess their

performance

The study found that most of the volunteers are men who live in that community
because it is more convenient for men than women to do this job. Their age ranges from 55
to 64 years old which is the period that they are active, possess high accountability, have a

warm and stable family status. Thus they are willing and able to give a full support to



government agencies. Most of them are vendors so they have more time than other people
to participate in public activities.

The volunteers found that most citizens have a good understanding about civic
society and agree that everyone should help solve public and social problems. The citizens
also agree that all of them should solicit for their rights in order to improve the society.
They also need a support from related institutions and organizations in order to successfully

accomplish this project.

In conclusion, the volunteers are aware of the importance of civic society that all

problems cannot be solved by one person but by all institutions and organizations.
