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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to compare the factors effecting and
characteristics of students Knowledge, Attitude and Practice (KAP) on reproductive studies. The
multi-stage sampling was used in data collection, 524 of high school and vocational students were
random from Municipal Area of Phrae Province. The research result are found that:

1. The high school students have more KAP scores than the vocational students
(X =55.27>52.00).

2. Male students have a little practice scores on reproductive health than
females ( X = 65.36 > 60.82).

3. Students of the middle class (M5) in the high school and vocational school
(P2) have the best attitudes (A-scores) and have much better respectively than M4 and M6 ( X =
39.90 > 37.24 > 35.45). While the vocational students in the middle class (P2) have the best

attitude-scores and have much better respectively than P3 and P1 (X = 37.4 > 34.77 > 33.27).



4. The male high school students whose their father are farmers have higher
average practiced-scores than others ( X = 70.51)
5. Those students who are living in private rental horse, wander at night and

consult their problems with relatives have higher average practiced-scores than other (X = 70.14)
