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Abstract

The study of "Factors Influencing the Purchasing of Home in
Housing Estates in Amphoe Muang. Chiang Mai" has three main
objectives: 1) to study geographic characteristics of housing estates
in general i.e. history, location, expansion and trend of housing
estates, 2) to study factors influencing the purchasing of home in
housing estates by different groups of purchasers and 3) to study
problems and needs of residents living in housing estates.

The samples of this study were 125 heads of the household from
33 housing estates. The main statistical technique adopted in this
study was descriptive statistics.

As a result of the study, it was found that devé]npment of
housing estates in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai could be classified into
two periods, the first period started before 1972 when land subdivision

business was introduced in Chiang Mai and the second period started



after 1973 when the business was developed into housing estates.
Most. of housing estates were located close to the main roads, the
largest. number of housing estates were found along the Super Highway.
Before 1982 the expansion of housing estates was found within the
municipality area but after 1982 it was found in the suburb. The
pattern of expansion was ribbon development. Tn the future, there is
a trend showing that more large housing projects will be developed
than other sizes.

The location of housing estates in the future will be on the
eastern and north - eastern parts of Chiang Mai, along  Chiang
Mai-Sankamphaeng Road and Chiang Mai - Doi Saket Road.

The significant criteria considered by the majority of
purchasers in purchasind of home in housing estates were Jlocation,
price and family income.

By using income as the criterion, the residents in housing
estates could be clasgified into two droups i.e. medium income group
and high income group. By using chi-square technigque, it was found
that the residents in housing estates having different levels of
economic status adoped different criteria in purchasing of home in
housing estates i.e. the medium income group emphasised on economic
factor while the high income group emphasised on physical factor.

The main problems of residents in housing estates were
utilities and services within the housing estates.

Tt is expected that the result of this study will provide
additional information for concerned authorities both public and
private, to use in planning to solve the problem as well as to develop
new projects, and for those who desire t.o purchase homes in housing
