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ABSTRACT

The study of Efficiency of Loan Act and Pay a Debt in B.E. 2541 Education Loan Act
and the Study of the Loaners of Krung Thai Bank Public Company Limited, San Pakhoi Branch,
Chiang Mai Province aims at showing the impact of B.E. 2541 education loan act for the students,
who study in tertiary education level, loan and pay back via Krung Thai Bank Public Company
Limited, San Pakhoi Branch, Chiang Mai Province and studying problems and obstacles about
loan and paying back by collecting the data by chance from the sample of 100 college students,
both studying and graduated students, who loan for education via Krung Thai Bank Public
Company Limited, San Pakhoi Branch, Chiang Mai Province.

From the personal information of the loaners found that most of them are female more
than male, aged fewer than 20 and around 21-30 years old. Their education is bachelor degree,
The loaners live in private houses and rented houses. Their occupations are general employees
and company workers. Most loaners have average income per month less than 7,500 baht. The
money loaned for education is about 100,000-150,000 baht. It will be paid back after the loaners
are graduated. There is also the tendency of education loan requirement for further education.

The opinion about the impact of B.E. 2541 education loan act is that it is suitable for
every aspect which is bounded by the committee. However, the propagation of education loan and

its regulation does not widely reach to all education institutes enough. The loaners mostly satisfy



that the interest or advantage taking is forbidden while the loaners are studying, Moreover, there
is no problem and obstacle about loan and paying back because the loaners have all the qualities

that the committee stipulated.
