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ABSTRACT

Independent study entitled, “Concepts of Justice according to the Rule of Law: A Case
Study of King Rama the Ninth’s Speeches from 1950 to Present”, is designed to study concepts
of justice in social, economic, political and legal dimensions from His Majesty the King’s royal
speeches and to make a comparative study of the solutions according to the rule of law with the
solutions according to His Majesty the King’s royal speeches.

In this study the royal speeches and homilies of King Rama IX delivered on various occasions
since 1950 through present are collected for studying and analysis. It is made in order to link them to
important social, economic, political, legal and administrative situations, including interview held with
those who work for His Majesty the King. The study results turned out as follows:

As regards the social situations, His Majesty emphasized the security and advancement of the
populace and the nation. In these two dimensions, he demands that every agency must play role to the
utmost and apply modern technology in all engagement under harmony.

Regarding economic situations, owing to His Majesty’s experiences have emerged many
development projects in various fields, and the most important is the emphasis of economic stability
for the populace, who are mostly farmers. He has given new agricultural theory vital to agriculture
and addressed the theory of self-sufficiency economy to the people in all walks of life when the
country had encountered the economic crisis.

With a view to the royal speeches on political, legal and administrative situations, especially

political upheavals and turmoil occurred in October 1973 and May 1992, His Majesty encouraged



everybody to talk to each other face to face and joined hands in carrying out political behaviors with
intelligence. As for the royal opinion on law and administration, His Majesty thought that justice
according to the law absolutely depends on the law user, especially the judge; the law itself is only an
instrument for maintaining justice in society. Therefore, the judge has to be endowed with judiciary
etiquette and be neutral both inside and outside a law court.

According to the comparative study of problem solutions according to the rule of law and
according to His Majesty’s speeches, it is found that His Majesty thought that the executive, judge and
legislative have to depend on principles of the justice as a source of their power. Additionally, His
Majesty remarked that everybody has to consider its context carefully and create justice in one’s own

mind, which will inevitably lead to an absolute justice.
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
