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ABSTRACT

This independent study was done with the objectives to 1) measure the level
of people’s participation, 2) analyze factors affecting people’s participation, and 3) state
problems found in the environmental management along Mae Kha canal. Data collection
concerning on people’'s participation in environmental management along Mae Kha
canal and significant problems and obstacles in the management was completed in
type of the specific sample data collection with the co-operation of 200 people who lived
along the Mae Kha canal. Then, the quantitative data analysis techniques; frequency,
means, percentage, and One Way Anova statistic were applied. According to the
research result, it was found that:

1. People who lived along the Mae Kha canal had low level of participation in
environmental management along Mae Kha canal.

2. Personal factors affecting people’s participation in environmental
management along Mae Kha canal were about marital status, educational background,
domicile, position in the community, and income. In contrast, the personal factors in
terms of sex, age, and occupations did not have any effect towards the people’s

participation for this management.



3. Factors, concerning on the right of ownership in the residence, the holding
of privileged document in land occupation, the duration of living in the community, and
the different training on environmental management along Mae Kha canal, caused the

different participation in environmental management.
