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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted with the main objectives to explore the whole
process of the capital-asset reform of land asset in the agricultural land reform area and
to find out problems, obstacles, and the possibility in the capital-asset reform of land
asset in the agricultural land reform area. Moreover, the sub - objective is to study the
impact of capital-asset reform of land asset in the agricultural land reform area towards
farmers in the project.

There were 3 sample groups of people in accordance with the collection of
research data. The first two groups came from the interview of 4 officers of the Land
Reform Office, Lamphun Province, and 8 bankers of the Bank of Agriculture and
Agricultural Cooperative, Lamphun Province. The last group came from the distribution
of questionnaires to 283 farmers joined in the Capital-Asset Reform Program. The total
numbers of sample groups of people for this study were 295 persons. Then, there was
an application of the basic statistic; percentage, mean, and standard deviation in order
to analyze the collected data.

Here were the summary of the study results.

The capital-asset reform of land asset in the agricultural land reform area
process is consisted of: In the first step, a farmer who wanted to loan money must

prepare the title deed and other required evidences in applying to the program. Then,



he/she had to submit those documents to the Land Reform Office, Lamphun Province
in order to check and send the name list of qualified persons to the Bank of Agriculture
and Agricultural Co-operative, Lamphun Province. The problem occurred in this step
indicated that some farmers used the ALRO 4-01 to mortgage lands with other people or
organizations or put it as the collateral in loaning money. Another problem was from the
evidences of application documents such as the invalid identity card, the lost identity
card or no identity card of the couple, for example. Then, the next in rank problem was
about the insufficient officers at the Land Reform Office, Lamphun Province to deal with
this program. In addition, some of them did not much understand about the detail of
capital-asset project, so they could not offer the clear explanation about the project’s
information to farmers who were interested in applying to the program.

In the next step, the bankers of the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural
Cooperative would check all evidences and project plan or production plan in order to
consider the possibility in approval the loan. The problem found in this step was about
the excess amount of money that farmers proposed to loan and farmers did not how
to write the project plan.

In the last step, the officers of Land Reform Office, Lamphun Province, and
the bankers of the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative, Lamphun
Province would check the evidences of money usage and the dept payment of farmers.
The problem found in this step was the ignorance of the importance in loaning payment
and the lack of full payment in the due date.

The results of the study showed that the process of capital-asset
reform of land asset in the agricultural land reform area affected in high level towards
the feeling of cherishing in the land they owned according to the ALRO 4-01. The project
also affected the feeling towards the development of career, income, living quality, and

family security by encouraging farmers to gain and improve their career capacities.
