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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this Independent Study was to study about impact of foreign labors on
occupation and income of Thai constructed labors and study about problems and threats of Thai
labors in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province. The samples consisted of 279 Thai
labors and 23 employers, in total of 302 persons. The instruments used for the study was a
questionnaire for Thai labors and employers which comprising a checklist, rating scale and
open-ended paris. The collected data were analyzed by using percentages, means and standard
deviations and presented through tables and description.

Results of the study were that sampling of Thai labors are mostly males about 68.82
percent that didn’t live in Mueang Chiang Mai District and their main career are farmers by
renting the land to grow and their capital get from credit of the co-operation which get income
lower than 3,d00 bahts per month. With their low income that can’t earn family enough take them
to work as constructed labors in Mueang Chiang Mai District. Which the most employers
provided with fringe benefit in term of lodging and carried-car. More than 50 percent of
enterprises, there are foreign labors about 21-40 percent. The majority of Thai labors’ opinions
that the immigration of foreign labors come and take the job. Which impact on occupation and
income of Thai labors including to problems and threats of employing Thai labors. Because of the
deligence,endurance and no condition of foreign labors which their wages are cheaper than Thai

labors and take to Thai labors’ problem of unemployment and lack of income.




In the part of employers are mostly males about 69.57 percent. The enterprises are
about construction which the capital lower than 500,000 bahts. That the employers get credit from
banks. And mostly enterprises employ foreign Iabors about 21-40 percent that provided with
fringe benefit in term of lodging, drinking water and carried-car. The reasons of employing
foreign labors are shortage of Thai labors, low wages of foreign labors and their enterprises can

continue but mostly of them think the same that foreign labors take the job of Thai labors.
