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Abstract

The objectives were to understand gambling behavior and factors affecting flutter or
betting on horse race of consumers or gamblers in Chiang Mai Province. Information were
collected by questionnaire interview of 300 individuals who entered horse race gambling at
Nong How racecourse in Chiang Mai. Six main factors were assumed to have influence on flutter
decision including the stakes, racing management pattern, the price to buy the race horse lottery,
distribution, market promotion, and taste and preference, The relative importance of each factor
was analyzed by the results of Likert Scale method. Furthermore, Chi-square test was performed
to ascertain the difference in opinion concerning the above factors among groups of gambler
classified by education, occupation, and income level. Descriptive statistics were used as basis to
analyze the behavior of gamblers at Nong How Racecourse Park.

The findings revealed most samples under study were make, aged 41-50 engaged in
private business, predominantly high school or vocational college graduate, having 10,001-20,000
baht average monthly income, and residing in Muaeng District area of Chiang Mai Province.

Most samples under study were found to come for gambling with friend, travel by private
car, enter horse race gambling, normally make 3-4 betting per race, and often get loss from the
gambling.

The most influential factor that induced people to enter horse race gambling at Nong
Haw racecourse in Chiang Mai was the winning stakes, followed by personal taste and
preference, and price in terms of rate of return and odds from buying race horse lottery tickets,
respectively. Meanwhile, people in different education, occupation, and income background

appeared not different in their opinion about the influential factors.
