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ABSTRACT 

 This study had three objectives as follows: 

 1.  To study the factors related to the prevention of repeat child and youth offenders 

and the application of the restorative justice process by the Juvenile and Family Court, Chiang 

Mai Province 

 2.  To analyze the problems and obstacles in the prevention of repeat child and youth 

offenders by focusing on the needs and participation of the victims, families, community and the 

offenders. 

 3.  To search for a way to track and inspect the child and youth offenders in Chiang 

Mai Province who have been released to return to their community so they will not repeat the 

offence. 

 The study was a qualitative research using structured interviews with 20 target sample 

populations comprising children and youth offenders who were in the process of trial, and 

children and youth offenders whom the Juvenile and Family Court had released to return to their 

family and community, including parents, community leaders, Judges of the Juvenile and Family 

court of Chiang Mai Province, associate judges, prosecutors, police, attorneys who were involved 

with the juvenile delinquents together with the director of the reformatory, psychologists, social 

workers and non-government organization representatives whose work involved with child and 

youth offenders. 

 



  

 The results of the study were as follows: 

 1. The factors that prevented the child and youth offenders who had been put in the 

restorative justice process from repeating the offences were the method of group meetings 

between the family and the community, which opened the opportunity for the family to 

participate in solving the problem and created understanding among the participants. This helped 

the parents and the community to know their roles as well as those of others and pay more 

attention to the children and youth problems in their families and community.  Moreover, the 

youth could find some shelters and they received the warmth as well as the right kinds of 

guidance and become interested more in education and making a good use of their free time for 

the best benefit. All these factors helped prevent the children and youth from repeating the 

offences. 

 2.  As for the problems and obstacles in the prevention and solving the repetition of 

the offence, the focus was on the needs and participation of the victims, the family, the 

community and offenders. It was found that in the family meetings the Juvenile and Youth Court 

had not set up a clear frame for the cares and that the people involved did not clearly understand 

the purpose and the subtlety of the process. Another problem found was the lack of supportive 

laws causing the status of the family meeting to be only an activity suggested by the Juvenile and 

Youth Court. 

 Furthermore, the restorative Justice Process had faced many other problems such as 

lacking funding from the government causing the responsible organizations to support themselves 

and seek funds for their projects. 

 The network establishment was not very successful due to the lack of concrete 

structure causing the network to be just a general cooperation. 

 3. The tracking and monitoring of the repeat child and youth offenders Chiang Mai 

Province who were released to return to their community found that the tracking and monitoring 

system must be set up in order to assist the children and their parents, by designating an office to 

take the responsibility and coordinate with the networks and engage the community to take part in 

the monitoring as much as possible.
