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ABSTRACT 
 

This study aimed to investigate the exertion of the Court of Appeal Region 5 

administrative power in inspecting the Local Assembly Members and Local Administrators 

election; to examine problems and obstacles of inspecting the Local Assembly Members and 

Local Administrators election by the Court of Appeal Region 5; and to suggest the solution 

process of above mention.  It was a qualitative research employing an interview schedule for 

collecting data from 15 officers in the Court of Appeal Region 5, 3 officers in Chiang Mai 

Provincial Election Committee Office; and 5 officers in the Local Administrative Offices in 

Chiang Mai.  The results were as follows: 

Regarding the exertion of the Court of Appeal Region 5 administrative power in 

inspecting the Local Assembly Members and Local Administrators election, it indicated that the 

Court was able to inspect the election cases quickly, persecute the cases in due time, and hold 

explicit fact and matters of law.  In making a verdict or writ, the Court of Appeal Region 5 

proceeded the case consult meeting prior to submitting the case to the meeting of the judges from 

the Election Case Division in order to draft the concordant verdict.  Moreover, in typing the 

verdict or writ as well as the case number, it was done only when the verdict or writ had been 

already read for the litigants so as to keep the secret of the verdict or writ until the reading day. 

Additionally, the Court of Appeal Region 5 had substantial independence in 

investigating the Local Assembly Members and Local Administrators election.  This was because 

the Court was the independent entity without the political interference.  The Local Assembly 

Members and Local Administrators were not able to manipulate or influence over the Court. 



  

 

 

With reference to problems and obstacles of inspecting the Local Assembly Members 

and Local Administrators election by the Court of Appeal Region 5, it showed that the 

courtrooms were inadequate; the judges, the judge assistants, and the relevant officers lacked 

knowledge and understanding in the practice and the matters of law; the budget was not 

adequately supported by the government; the related law, rules, regulations and announcements 

were not compiled together for reference and research; people were not able to directly examine 

cases was the interrogation process providing an opportunity for the litigants to confront in the 

Courtroom that scared the witness to testify in the Court. 

The researcher proposed suggestions for the solution process of inspecting the Local 

Assembly Members and Local Administrators election by the Court of Appeal Region 5 as 

follows:  personnel should be selected by each expertise and should have knowledge and 

understanding in the practice and the matters of law ; the judges, the judge assistants, and the 

relevant officers in the Election Case Division should be increased in an appropriate proportion; 

the related law, rules, regulations and announcements should be compiled together in one place; 

the area should be improved so as to be appropriate to the task burden and the case quantity in 

each year; and voters whose right were affected should be allowed to sue by themselves.
