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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted aiming to study the factors influencing on high school
level students’ decision to study in tutorial schools. The data was collected by giving
questionnaires to 200 high school level students and interviewing tutorial schools’ owners. Data
analysis procedures were by means of Mean, Percentile and Frequency distribution.

The study revealed that almost all of the students are girl students at the age of 16-18.
They have good grade point average of 3.01-3.50 and their parents have good educational
backgrounds with bachelor degrees. They also work as merchants or run their own business
earning more than 50,001 per months. The data collected from the questionnaires revealed that
most of the students wanted to choose faculties they wanted to study by themselves and their
parents would be their advisors. The study also revealed that many of the students had prepared
themselves for university entrance examination since they were in Matayom 4 (10Ih grade) and
Chiang Mai university is their most wanted university to study in. In addition, they thought of
furthering their education in a master degree level.

One of the factors that influences on the students’ decision to study in the tutorial
schools is according to the tutorial schools’ reputation, famous tutors and also the tutorial schools
that have many students passing the university entrance examinations. Furthermore, students
believed that studying in the tutorial schools can help them gain more confidence when taking the
tests, have more preparation and increase their opportunity to study in their chosen universities.

Most of the students chose to study English at “Enconcept” tutorial school, Social
studies and Thai language at “Da’vance”, Mathematics at “Lycium” and least students chose to

study Science at “Klu club”. The students have expense for these tutorial schools less than 5000



baht per semester and they spend 2 days per week with 1-2 hours per day studying at the tutorial
schools. The students have their own vehicles to take them to the tutorial schools but some
students who do not have their own vehicles will not spend more than 30 baht. Apart from this,

students have other expenses on food with less than 500 baht per month.
